The first Port Sector Skills Forecast Report in Vietnam will
assist the Vietnamese Government, port and logistics
enterprises, and training institutions in understanding future
labor market trends and needs, providing a foundation for
making informed decisions on workforce, training, and
investment...

On June 26, 2024, in Hai Phong, the Australian Embassy and
the Vietnam Maritime Administration announced the first Port
Sector Skills Forecast Report for the 2024-2028 period and
updated the Logistics Sector Skills Forecast Report for the
2024-2026 period...

These reports were conducted by the Logistics Industry Skills
Advisory Council in collaboration with the Viethnam Chamber
of Commerce and Industry, as part of the cooperation
between Australia and Vietham to promote vocational
education.

The reports contribute to the implementation of the Master
Plan for the Development of Vietnam’s Seaport System for
the 2021-2023 period, with a vision to 2050, according to
Decision No. 1579/QD-TTg dated September 22, 2021, of the
Prime Minister.

Speaking at the report announcement event, Mr. Hoang
Hong Giang, Deputy Director of the Vietham Maritime
Administration under the Ministry of Transport, stated that
with its geographical position, Vietnam has great potential to
become a logistics hub in the region. However, we still lack a
professionally trained workforce in the logistics and supply
chain sectors.

To address this issue, Mr. Giang emphasized the need to
enhance investment in training and promote close links
between ministries, port and logistics enterprises, and
training institutions to ensure students are equipped with the
skills that match industry needs and meet labor market
demands.

The skills forecast reports foster closer links between industry
partners and vocational education, enabling businesses to
access a skilled and trained workforce that meets their
requirements.

The reports also assist training institutions in building and
adjusting curricula to meet business needs. The skills
forecast helps the Viethamese Government improve the
planning of investments in vocational education.

Sharing at the event, Mr. Andrew Goledzinowski, Australian
Ambassador to Vietnam, stated that Australia has supported
Vietnam in developing human resources for over 50 years
and is currently combining previous support efforts in
transport, logistics, and skills development.

“With Australia’s support, ministries, training institutions, and
port and logistics enterprises have collaborated and today
share common forecasting information about the skills needs
of the port sector over the next five years and the logistics
sector over the next three years. Our commitment in the
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership with Vietnam outlines
the shared vision of both countries for Vietnam’s sustainable
economic growth, which requires a skilled and competitive
workforce,” said Mr. Andrew Goledzinowski.
